The North Carolina Recreational Therapy Association is offering the opportunity for students in recreational therapy programs to receive the Richard Hatfield Student Scholarship The scholarship is so named in honor of NCRTA’s first president. The scholarship was established in 1995 to recognize the outstanding achievements of students by providing the opportunity to attend and participate in the NCRTA Annual Conference.  The scholarship is available to undergraduate and graduate students who will be enrolled in an RT program during the conference year.  Applicants must be a current member of NCRTA.
